	Location of Work: Various sites over Canal 



	Description of work: The work to be undertaken is the cleaning down, degreasing and painting, to the specification set of the lock and bridge structures, on a planned maintenance programme throughout the year in various locations. 

This will also include using appropriate materials (heritage).

	Safe Method of Work:

PPE Required.
Safety helmet, Hearing protection, 
Eye protection- Safety glasses, Footwear, High Visibility  Vest or Jackets, Face Mask dust and vapour, Lifejackets and Safety Harness.
1. Check equipment and materials.  

2. Put on protective clothing, and safety equipment.  

3. Use only 110volt equipment.
4. Carryout Point of Work assessment.

5. Consult Towpath Assessment, before accessing site.

6. Install portable facilities if working on site more than a days work on site.   
7. Set up safety barrier around site (if needed) and warning signs.
8. Consult COSHH Sheets applicable to any Substance used  

9. Ensure earth spike is used when using mobile generators.  

10. Keep in mind any materials to be moved (See Manual handling procedure).  

11. Place wet paint signs out if painting. 

12. Cover radius with sheets before undertaking painting.
13. Tower scaffolding to be erected by trained and competent person.

14. Inspection of scaffolding to be carried out each day and scaffold form filled in once a week, or unless any changes have taken place.    
15. Take care when carrying out works when the public enters the site and when boats enter the lock or go under the bridge.

16. Place any cables needed for electric tools in a safe position to avoid causing a tripping hazard.  

17. Inform public if there is wet paint.  

18. Check for any faults on any equipment.  

19. Undertake any repairs required.  

20. Remove any surplus oil or grease and prevent any ground contamination from any waste materials. 

21. Remove up all waste material from the towpath and offside.   

22. Remove wet paint signs when dry

	Tools and Work Equipment: 
Van; to be checked daily when in use, for safety, fuel and oil. 
Hand Tools; to be checked daily when in use.  
Generator; to be checked daily when in use, for safety, fuel and oil. 
Scaffold, Ladders: Inspect each day before use.
Small Tools (Electrical): All tools to be 110 volts and to be checked before use.


	Prerequisite:

Additional risk assessments will be carried out if any work activities are not covered by assessments.


	Welfare and first aid facilities: Water containers for drinking and washing.  Soap and paper towels. If work is short term use local public toilets where possible, if not use portable facilities. Vehicle to be cleaned and tidied once a week. Boats to be cleaned and tidied once a week if being used, if not use portable facilities. First Aid kit kept in vehicle and on site when work is being undertaken
