	Scope of works: 
Bottom of lock chamber and south side of lock

  

	Hazards associated with works:

· Objects dropping from above

· Manual Handling

· Access and egress to work site

· Working at height

· Use of spades/shovels

· Use of crane

· Using Ladders (access only)

· Potential sharp objects in silt

· Trip hazards from rubble



	Methods to be undertaken:

· Safety fencing around site (in place), allowing for a safe working area.

· Manual handling involves shoveling semi wet mud 

· Set up crane on lock side but at least 1.25m away from edge

· On site assessment needed to establish safe loading of crane buckets

· Crane to start at head of lock with material deposited on lock side on upstream side

· Removed material to be left to dry out on lock side before disposal

· Take down any fencing and remove any rubble  

· Make good ground.



	PPE:  Safety footwear, helmet, and gloves to be worn.



	Plant and Equipment: 

Jones 15 crane and buckets

Pumping equipment



	Welfare and first aid facilities: Water containers for drinking and washing.  Soap and paper towels. If work is short term use local public toilets where possible, if not use portable facilities. Vehicle and boats to be cleaned and tidied once a week if being used, if not use portable facilities. First Aid kit kept close to, or on site, when work is being undertaken
