	Scope of works: 
Repairs to brickwork and masonry
  

	Hazards associated with works:

· Working on or near water

· Manual Handling

· Access and egress to work site

· Working at height

· Use of hand tool

· Portable Abrasive Wheels

· Demolition machines (Kangos)

· Using Ladders and scaffolding

· Using work boat

· Using cement mixers

· Chemical composition of mortar/cement

· Lifting and moving large stones

· Unexpected collapse of defective masonry

· Trip hazards from rubble



	Methods to be undertaken:

· Set up safety fencing around site if appropriate, allowing for a safe working area.

· Carry out manual handling assessment of the work being done. 

· Clear debris from working area frequently
· Prepare scaffolding or platforms as appropriate

· Remove any defective old masonry and prepare for repair/new build using hand tools and/or demolition machines as appropriate.

· Stack bricks and/or stones locally to work for use

· Decide method of repair – review as necessary as work proceeds.

· When moving large stones, use levers and strops so as to avoid injury or risk of the stone falling on to anyone.

· Mix mortar noting manufacturers or heritage expert advice as appropriate

· Execute brick/stonework repairs/building

· Take down any fencing and remove any rubble  

· Return plant.  

· Make good ground.



	PPE:  Safety footwear, helmet, and gloves to be worn.


	Plant and Equipment: Demolition hammers, Cement mixer, Cutting tools if electrical, they must be 110v only



	Welfare and first aid facilities: Water containers for drinking and washing.  Soap and paper towels. If work is short term use local public toilets where possible, if not use portable facilities. First Aid kit kept close to, or on site, when work is being undertaken
