Pike Bridge Opening- Risk Assessment
Background 
To comply with current Health and Safety legislation it is necessary to produce a risk assessment for each activity the trust and its volunteers undertakes. In many instances a general risk assessment will suffice as long as it is reviewed each time a similar event is undertaken. Where appropriate new risks will be logged and the existing risk assessment updated.

Aim
This document aims to provide the general risk assessment for the Pike Bridge opening ceremony.

Report
On review of the site and receiving a report from the chairman of the Cotswold Canals Trust outlining the ceremony it was felt a short form risk assessment would suffice. There are a number of minor risks such as guests walking along a public footpath with the possibility of tripping. There are a number of risks associated with the use of Marquees and Sale tents these are covered in other risk assessments used by the trust, i.e. the Saul Event and Sales and Promotions risk assessments. However there are two medium level risks both associated with the car parking for the opening:

The entrance to the field to be used as the car park is uneven and could result in damage to cars entering and or leaving the site, it can be addressed by levelling the entrance.
Cars and guests will use the same entrance to the field being used for the event. Conflict could result in personal injury. This can be overcome by the use of marshals.
