	Planning
Ensure the area is level, sound and clear of the public

	Information & Instruction
Before reversing the trailer into the show area ensure the area is clear of the public and volunteers. 
Have one person responsible for the reversing operation (preferably the team leader). 
Ensure the driver and person controlling the operation understand the signals used (it would be preferable if the HSE recognised signals are used. The person in charge of the reversing should wear a high visibility tabard to ensure visibility to both the driver and the public. When releasing the trailer from the towing vehicle ensure the jockey wheel is on the ground and fixed firmly before releasing the tow bar. 
Equally, when reattaching the trailer ensure fingers are clear of the tow ball. Gloves should be worn during the release and fixing operations. During the erection of the sales marquee ensure the weather conditions are suitable and the marquee is firmly fixed down, with one person responsible for the whole operation. 
When unloading heavy objects the recognised lifting procedures must be followed. 
The layout of the stalls must be such that no sharp objects are protruding from the tables equally heavy objects should sited such that they can not fall on the public especially children. 
Trinkets which could be swallowed by children should be kept out of reach of children. 


	Training & Supervision 
The various operations, management, health and safety briefings and induction training of new volunteers for the day is the responsibility of the Team Leader. 

	Access & Egress
The entrance to the marquee must be kept clear and free of trip items at all times. 

	Plant and Equipment
Trailer, Marquee.

	Environment
There is little risk to the environment.

	Emergency Action
A charged and working mobile telephone must be available on site at all times.
